Your high school junior will take the PSAT Test in October, 2011. The
following September, about 320 students from California will be notified that they
have qualified as Semifinalists for the National Merit~ Scholarship competition.
These Semifinalists are the top PSAT scorers in California, and they will receive
notification through their high school counselors. To advance to Finalist standing,
students will be chosen based on their abilities, skills, and accomplishments,
including GPA, one SAT score in addition to the PSAT, their high school’s
recommendation, and an essay. More than half of all finalists win a scholarship!

There are three types of scholarships awarded to Finalists: National
Merit  Achievement $2500 Scholarships, corporate sponsored Merit Scholarships,
and college-sponsored Merit Scholarship awards.
